
Junior/Senior Prom 
Atlantic Coast High School 

 
The junior class will be presenting this year’s Prom on Saturday, April 11th, at Deerwood Castle (7601 Centurion Pkwy. 
Jacksonville, FL. 32256). We cordially invite you to attend Atlantic Coast’s most elegant affair of the year. Doors will open 
at 6:30pm and the dance will last until 10pm. 

• Tickets will be sold online ONLY until April 8th (or sold out) 

• Tickets will not be sold at the door the night of Prom 

• Tickets will be $85. Only seniors and juniors attending Atlantic Coast may purchase tickets. Seniors and juniors 
attending Atlantic Coast may purchase only one additional ticket (at the same price as their own ticket). Dates 
must be no older than 20 years of age! 

• Guests may be underclassmen or a student who attends another school – however, guests must be no older than 
20 years of age and the guest will only be admitted at the door when you enter. The ticket buyer must present 
their ID at the door upon arrival, along with the Prom tickets. Your date must also present a picture ID. Guests 
enrolled in another high school or home school must have an administrator from their school sign and affix the 
school’s stamp or seal. (ON BACK) – All others must be approved by administration. 

• Formal dress is required – Dresses should be appropriate for a school function. Suits with ties or tuxedos will be 
fine. Those who wear suits/tuxedos will not be allowed to remove their shirts during the dance. If anyone has a 
question about acceptable attire, please contact Mrs. Leon-Williams. 

• This is a formal affair. Therefore, dancing and behavior must remain appropriate throughout the evening. 
 
VERY IMPORTANT NOTE: 
Anyone who attends the Prom under the influence of alcohol or drugs will face serious consequences. Prom is a school 
event. There will be a zero tolerance for students under the influence or in possession of drugs or alcohol. 
Breathalyzers will be available. Students under the influence will be charged with a Class III violation of the Student 
Code of Conduct. Please make wise choices to ensure a safe Prom for everyone. 
 
The above letter applies to Atlantic Coast students as well as their guests. All information on the front of this form 
must be completed before tickets may be purchased. The back must be completed for outside guests. 
 
Permission Pursuant to Duval County Public Schools procedures, your child cannot participate in the described school-
sponsored event or activity without your permission. If you do want them to participate, please complete this form 
and return it to the designated school staff member. If at any point you wish to withdraw permission, please give 
written notice to the school’s principal. I give permission for my child to participate in the described school-sponsored 
event or activity, and I certify that I am the parent/guardian of the child who is requesting to participate in the 
described event or activity. Please return your permission slip to Mrs. Leon-Williams in room 212 in order to attend 
Prom. This form must be signed by a parent or guardian, regardless of the students’ age, acknowledging 
understanding of the information provided. 
 
I am aware of the Duval County Public School Code of Conduct and agree to abide by it. I understand that I must 
present a picture ID along with tickets to gain entry to Prom. Any violation of the above rules may result in being 
asked to leave the event.
